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SWAMY MOVES SC OVER RAM SETU ~
MONUMENT STATUS

Ah, Subramanian Swamy—India’s perennial courtroom crusader, part-time politician, and full-time headline
hunter. The man has built an entire career by dragging people to court and then basking in the chaos
that ensued. If lawsuits were a sport, Swamy would be a gold medalist. His unique talent for sniffing
out scandals—real or imagined—has earned him both a loyal fan base and an equal number of eye-rolls.

Swamy has always fancied himself as a one-man CBI, Supreme Court, and economic advisor, all rolled
into one. With a résumé full of legal crusades and conspiracy exposés, he is proud of having nearly a
dozen high-profile cases under his belt—as though court cases are merit badges.

Back in the 1980s, Swamy released a letter accusing a former intelligence chief of instructing the
Department of Telecommunications to tap the phones of politicians and businessmen-The fallout? Karnataka
CM Ramakrishna Hegde resigned. Mission accomplished. Next, the notorious 2G scam. Swamy wrote
to the Prime Minister, filed a case in the Supreme Court, and single-handedly made sure that the CBI
personnel earned their salaries that year.

In 1996, Swamy accused J. Jayalalithaa of amassing wealth far beyond her means while serving as
Tamil Nadu’s Chief Minister. The case dragged on, but in 2014—eighteen years later—Jayalalithaa was
convicted. Of course, she was later acquitted, but Swamy wasn’t ready to let it go. He threatened to
drag her back to court if the Karnataka government did not act. Obviously, India’s biggest problem was
whether Jayalalithaa owned one bungalow too many!

He also could not resist taking swipes at Sonia Gandhi, Why not? Why stop at one enemy when you
can have an entire Congress party? He questioned her Italian roots, her entry into politics, and, in 2014,
accused her of hiding black money in foreign banks. The Vatican Bank, no less! You would think that
the famous author Dan Brown wrote the legal petitions!

Swamy also had a long-standing feud with K. Karunanidhi and opposed the Sethusamudram Shipping
Canal Project, which he claimed would damage the mythical Ram Setu. Not one to miss a religious twist
when it’s politically convenient, he turned the entire canal into a spiritual war zone!

And who can forget his decades-long rivalry with P. Chidambaram? Whether it was the Hashimpura
massacre in the 1980s or alleged FERA violations in the 1990s, Swamy and Chidambaram have been
like Batman and Joker—except with more paperwork and fewer explosions. In 2012, Swamy accused
Chidambaram of helping his son Karti profit from the Aircel-Maxis deal. Because of course he did.

Not to be outdone, Swamy also filed complaints in 2014 against Priyanka Vadra and Karti Chidambaram
for holding multiple Director Identification Numbers (a scandal that surely kept the average Indian up
at night). He even questioned the Spice Jet buyout, alleging shady financial dealings without, you know,
actually proving anything.

But here’s the rub: when Swamy doesn’t get what he wants—which is usually a ministerial post, preferably
Finance, because he considers himself India’s greatest living economist—he tends to, let’s say, act out.
He lashes out, finds new conspiracy theories, or digs up an old one. The Supreme Court even had to
tell him once to stop wasting their time unless he had actual evidence. A gentle reminder, if you will.

The Modi government, aware of Swamy’s... let’s call it “tenacity,” played the game smart. They brought
him into the BJP fold but kept him away from any real power. He was given a Rajya Sabha seat for
dignity (read: distraction), but not a cabinet post—not even as Assistant to the Assistant Minister of
Finance. When Swamy began attacking Arun Jaitley and hinting darkly about CBI leadership, the Modi
camp quietly distanced itself. And now, with no Rajya Sabha renomination in sight, Swamy is once again
feeling betrayed. At 82, he wants relevance—and attention. So, naturally, he is back where he feels most
at home: the Supreme Court.

This time, it’s about Ram Setu-Yes, the chain of limestone shoals between India and Sri Lanka, better
known as Adam’s Bridge. Swamy has now filed a fresh plea asking the Court to direct the Centre to
“expeditiously” decide on his request to declare Ram Setu a national monument. The plea references a
January 2023 Supreme Court order in which the Centre claimed the matter was “under consideration” by
the Ministry of Culture. Swamy, apparently unconvinced by bureaucratic foot-dragging, is back demanding
a decision—because national pride hangs by a limestone thread!

The plea solemnly states that Ram Setu is “a matter of faith and shradha” and that the site deserves
legal protection from “pollution, misuse, or desecration” Swamy even offered to submit further “evidence”
that it’s a man-made (or monkey-made) bridge, as described in the Ramayana. Obviously, in a nation
brimming with urgent issues, this is clearly top priority.

With his Supreme Court petition, Swamy may hope to take the final victory lap. If Ram Setu is declared
a national monument, he’ll undoubtedly take full credit—perhaps even suggest they carve his face into
it. After all, what is a religious monument without a dash of political self-promotion?

In the end, while Swamy’s chances of landing a ministerial post are now somewhere between slim
and comical, he remains undeterred. A man with a PhD in economics and a master’s degree in trolling,
he has spent decades dragging the high and mighty into the mud—and occasionally, just occasionally, he
has even been right.

So now, as India sails confidently into Ram Rajya, maybe it’s time to give the man one last win.
Let Ram Setu be declared a national monument. Let Swamy take a bow. It will also be a tremendous
advantage for BJP. And let the rest of us return to our regularly scheduled programming.
